NAVIGATING THE MAP VIA BOOKMARKS (Close this window to consult map)

This map is very detailed and holds a lot of information. To facilitate finding information and moving around the map, we have created a series of "bookmarks" or links that allow you to move and zoom into specific content areas on the map. 

These bookmarks are found on the left of this window and are organized in a hierarchy. If you are looking at this map in your browser the bookmarks will not show. Download it and view with Adobe Acrobat Reader. 

Each Township (or large square on the map) has an overview link and contains two categories of information: Bucovinian Landowners and Features in the Township. The Bucovinian Landowners menu can be opened by clicking on the + sign to the left of the bookmark, and reveals a list of landowner names by Section, which are smaller squares on the map. The same for Features; by opening this menu you can navigate to schools, post-offices and other features noted on the map.

Following the conventions of the Dominion Land Survey, the list starts from south/east to north/west. This is anti-intuitive but it is to respect the numbering which starts at a zero point near Winnipeg and moves west. 

So, the bookmarks start from the township, the large square, at the bottom right of the map (TP23-R27) and move left by what is called Range (i.e. the colums), so TP23-R27 is followed by TP23-R28, and then TP23-R29. Then we begin again moving all the way to the right to TP24-R27 and read left through R28 and R29. Up one township row and all the way to the right and so on.

Joseph Norquay constructed a general store at the crossroads on NE 13-23-28. (1912), a post-office was established and the name Lennard assigned to it. 1913-1915 George Romalis opened a store selling mainly groceries and dry goods, Elie Burla built and operated a dance hall and a store (N-W corner), Dan Starchuk (?) had a pool hall. 1915-30 Ted Paulencu erected a store and hall (S-E corner), Constantin (Sam) Mintencu purchased the Norquay store, Gheorghe (George) Paulencu purchased Romalis store, which burnt down in 1927. Wasyl (Bill) Onofreicuic established a blacksmith shop just north of Elie Burla's store and hall, operated until his death 1942. Mentencu store closed in the 1930s. c.1932-8 Holy Trinity Ukrainian Orthodox Church built.
